The past year was a very busy one for Messiah‟s Choirs and music programs.  Once again, Messiah 

hosted a MAD (music-art-drama) camp.  This year, the script was written by Reverend Debbie 

Grohman, based upon Rabbi Sandy Sasso‟s story “God Said Amen.”   Once again, I composed 

music and lyrics.  The camp was a great success: with approximately 80 participants, it was 

necessary to hold four performances instead of the usual three.  Many thanks go to all the 

volunteers who helped with the classes, food, and crowd control. A very special thank you goes to 

Jo-Ann Honan, who superbly organized the week.   

Messiah continued to offer three services during the year with hymns and liturgy chosen by the 

Worship Team.  The two Sunday services continued to be graced by devoted and dedicated choir 

members.  Special events during the year in which the choir and I participated included a Feast of 

Music, the special presentation of Hal Hopson‟s Tenebrae: A Service of Darkness for Good Friday, 

our Easter services (with the addition once again of a brass quartet), The Gospel in Gospel, 

(featuring both the Festival Singers and Messiah Ringers in spirituals and gospel music), the 

Magnificat by Giovanni Battista Pergolesi, and the Christmas Eve services.  The Messiah Ringers 

made contributions to various services throughout the year. The Children‟s Choir and Praise Band 

were unfortunately inactive again this past year. 

 As we move into the challenges of 2012, music will continue to be an essential part of 

Messiah‟s outreach and identity, as the choirs explore new opportunities, possibilities, and mission.

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Deacon Report 

For the past two and a half years it has been my privilege to serve as your volunteer Deacon here at 

Messiah. I am still amazed when people ask me what I actually do as a Deacon.  So listed below 

are some of my responsibilities. 

First and foremost I cover for Pastor Aileen when she is either out of town or unavailable. This 

includes emergency visits to hospitals, sitting besides a person who is dying, being with families as 

they grieve a loved one, regular hospital visits and taking all calls that come into the church office 

that Cathy feels need immediate attention. 

I am chairman of the visitation team.  I coordinate the home visits to our members who are just 

home from the hospital and would like a visit, members that are home bound and need a visit or 

people who are in some form of independent or assisted living environments.  I keep a spreadsheet 

of all visits so that no one is overlooked and lost between the cracks. 

I am also the coordinator for the home communion visits.  I keep a spreadsheet of all people 

receiving home communion indicating the person who is doing the visitation. For both of these 

groups, the people on the different teams report back to me when the visits are completed. 

I have conducted Bible studies at church geared towards members in the plus fifty age range.  

These include the Andy Griffith series, Lucille Ball series, Gilligan Island series and the Fruits of 

the Spirit series. I also continue to have a monthly Bible study at Fleming Point. 

During the Lenten season, I conduct a Lenten service at Fleming Point once a week for the 6 weeks 

of Lent. This includes an Ash Wednesday service.  

I have been and am now again the coordinator for the prayer shawl ministry. This is now known as 

Creative Hands.  We meet once a month at a different member‟s home.  As of date, we have given 

over 75 + prayer shawls, and over 50 preemie hats have been given to Strong Hospital‟s NICU 

unit. 

I hope this answers any question on what my role is as your Deacon.

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Congregation President’s Report 2011 

On May 15 we had a Special Congregational Meeting to discuss and vote on a proposed Statement 

of Welcome and Inclusion.  I am happy to say that the Statement was adopted by an overwhelming 

majority.  Thank you to all who worked through the process that led to the proposal and adoption 

of that statement. 

All Christians are called to “go make disciples”.  As a church, one measure of how well we are 

fulfilling our mission of making disciples is the pattern of attendance at our weekly worship 

services.  For a number of years now that measure has been telling us that we have not been 

accomplishing our mission.  Attendance has been declining.  This year we decided to make a 

concerted effort to do something about that.   

On June 10 and 11 we conducted a workshop to kick off the use of a strategic planning process to 

address this concern and reverse the trend.  We established a goal that over the next 18 months we 

would measurably increase the number of members who are actively involved in learning, worship, 

and ministries at Messiah. 

We also adopted a new Vision 2014 statement, quantitative goals to be achieved by the end of 

2014, and three congregational strategies for achieving our goals.   

The new vision statement appears at the front of this Annual Report. The goals are for increased 

attendance at our weekly services and increased involvement of members in the various ministries 

at Messiah.     

Our congregational strategies are: 

 Grow Christian discipleship through active engagement in worship, faith formation, 

service, and outreach among Existing Members, New Members, and” Yet-to-be” 

Members. 

 Partner with other local churches. 

 Build leadership and management capability within Messiah. 

The Hub, the ministry teams, and other leaders have been focusing on tactics relative to the first 

strategy.  You can see signs of progress on these strategies.  A few of the good signs are: 

 We have a vibrant and growing Sunday School. 

 We welcomed 18 new members in October. 

 The revamped coffee hour seems to be leading to more members staying around to visit 

with each other and with our visitors.  

 We continue to get a stream of visitors, and we are doing a much better job of welcoming 

them, partly due to a new collaborative welcoming process implemented by our greeters 

and ushers and partly due to more attention by our members. 
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Fred Fant has agreed to lead a team to address the Partnering strategy and has already spearheaded 

one partnering event, a collaboration of Greece churches ringing Red Kettle bells for the Salvation 

Army. 

Jeff and Julie Gerstenberger have agreed to develop a program to build leadership and management 

capability and have a good start at developing background information and getting a feel for our 

needs in this area. 

I sense a new energy and optimism at Messiah.  I invite all of you to join in working on our 

strategies and especially in working on promoting Messiah as a place that offers great opportunities 

for working with other disciples on growing the Church and doing the work of our Lord. 

Please continue to be aware of visitors in our midst and make a sincere effort to engage them in 

conversation and welcome them. 

Remember we all are called to “go make disciples”.  It all starts with talking about your faith, 

inviting people to join us at church, and truly welcoming our visitors.  We call it “Reach Out” here 

at Messiah and we have a Reach Out Team, but we are all part of the team.  Not everyone is 

comfortable with proclaiming their faith, especially in specific and personal terms, to others.  But it 

is easy to tell others that you attend Messiah and invite them to join you.  The Reach Out Team has 

created “postcards”, calling cards, and posters that you can use to make it even easier.  The 

“postcards” have information about Messiah that is changed with the seasons and highlight 

upcoming special events and services.  The calling cards are business size cards that have basic 

contact information that you can share.  The backs of the cards are blank and you can write any 

specific information there that is appropriate for the situation (for example times of Sunday 

morning services, etc.).  The posters are eye catching and contain basic information about Messiah.  

You can pick up “postcards” and calling cards in the narthex or from the church office.  If you have 

a good place that you can get a poster hung, ask for one from Renee Brown or the church office.  

If you are hosting or just attending an event at Messiah and visitors are present, please be sure that 

visitors are welcomed to Messiah, invited to attend our services, and given or invited to take a 

“postcard” or a calling card. 

I could go on and on about all of the ministries that go on here at Messiah.  They are truly amazing, 

and you can find information on many of them in other reports within this Annual Report. 

There are scores of Messiah disciples who deserve a big thank you for work well done in 2011, too 

many to list.  But I do want to offer a specific “thank you” to a few people.  Jo-Ann Honan, Tarri 

Mundt, and Clive Daunton will be leaving the Hub as of this Annual Meeting.  Each of them has 

contributed years of outstanding service.  Also, Carol Maier has served as Treasurer for this 

congregation for more than 30 years.  She is resigning that position as of this Annual Meeting.  I 

offer each of these people my sincere personal thanks, and sincere thanks on behalf of Messiah for 

their outstanding discipleship.

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Faith Formation Ministry Report 

Thank you, first of all, to everyone who participated in the Faith Formation program this year. 

Through the gift of God's grace, we strive to make God's abiding presence alive not only for 

ourselves but also in our wider community. 

Following are the programs that were supported in 2011: Sunday School (both during the school 

year and in the summer with our Walk With Jesus program, Saturday evening "Sunday School", 

First Communion Classes, Confirmation Classes and related activities, an extremely active 

Teen/Tween program, MAD Camp, which this year saw the addition of junior counselors, Adult 

Education Hour, Adult and Family Bible studies, Prayer Cells, Women's Breakfast, Men's 

Breakfast, Erna's Hope, Friendship Circle, Joy Group, Book Discussion Group, Library Team, 

Sunday School Meet and Greets, and others, such as an Ad Hoc LGBT Committee. I invite you to 

explore and support any of these wonderful programs in the coming year. 

Sunday School, under our superintendant, Sharon Seman, continues to grow. Amy Trichanh, one of 

our teachers, has made a decided impact this year by teaching the children to sign and sing their 

little songs. As the children and their families learn to know each other and the staff, we have 

offered the congregation a greater glimpse of what this support can accomplish. 

For example, our congregation was involved in a very successful Pillowcases to Sundresses 

program, the premise of which was that if third world girls look cared for, predators might keep 

away. To our amazement, our wonderful ladies made 180 sundresses. In August and October, our 

Sunday School girls modeled some of the dresses, wowing the congregation with their enthusiasm 

and aplomb. In November, Amy directed the children, in some very spirited singing and signing, 

which uplifted the whole congregation.  

Messiah put on the best Christmas pageant ever. Once again the children signed and sang. 

Listening to them were a life size barnyard of balloon animals courtesy of the Goethals family and 

a real Baby Jesus (Rachel MacBay). Our musical selections, which included a drum solo by 

Harrison Hutton and a jazz quartet, directed by Dr. LaFavor, sent the Christmas spirit soaring to the 

rafters. 

We welcome the interest of anyone who might be interested in volunteering for our program. 

Anyone working with children is required to submit a background check. Information on how to 

obtain one is available at the office.  

A major highlight of 2011 was our April visit to a mosque. We had a tour, a question and answer 

session, and attended a prayer service. For most of us, the cultural exchange was a once in a 

lifetime experience. Afterwards, we hosted visitors from the mosque and the robust discussion 

which followed definitely paved paths to better understanding on both sides.  

Once again, we participated in Spruce Up Greece. Our families made Resurrection Eggs and 

Advent Calendars during two informal intergenerational hours. Prayer and reflection filled our 

Advent season as for the first time Messiah engaged in a timeless holiday tradition, that of prayer 

and the drawing of a Kris Kindl name.

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Reach Out Ministry Report 

The Reach Out Team enables Messiah to grow Christian discipleship through activities and other 

outreach efforts among existing members, new members and yet-to-be members. We started out 

the year with a Birthday Celebration in February, an evening of fellowship and fun which included 

festively decorated Birthday cakes and numerous games of "Messiah Bingo".  A super fun time 

was had by all and we went home with awesome prizes as well!   

The team felt that it was important to develop and implement a consistent program for welcoming 

and greeting all those who enter our doors, so team members worked in concert with the Ushers 

and Greeters to design a procedure for identifying visitors who come to worship with us, make 

them feel welcomed, introduce them to other folk mingling in the Coffee Hour area, and acquaint 

them with the format of the service and Sunday School or Nursery opportunities.   

Another priority for the Reach Out Team this year was the sharing of basic information about 

Messiah with our neighbors and local community.  We developed the concept of business cards 

containing our service times, website data, phone number, and upcoming events that could be 

updated periodically and handed out at major events open to the community, and given to outside 

groups that use our facilities, such as WIC (Women, Infants and Children).  This Reach Out effort 

was carried one step further by having posters designed, which team members disseminated 

throughout our surrounding neighborhoods.  The posters contain pertinent information about 

Messiah as well as a picture of our church and emphasize our "All are welcome" philosophy as 

well as our acceptance of the Reconciling In Christ affirmation.  In addition, a wallet sized card 

was also created that members can hand out to others in an effort to encourage all to become 

evangelists and ambassadors for Messiah and the wonderful things going on within our walls and at 

our services. 

To create a more user-friendly and inviting Coffee Hour/Fellowship Time, new Bunn Pump pots 

were purchased  for dispensing our freshly brewed coffees and hot water for tea or hot chocolate. 

The narthex area was reorganized to allow for ease in making and serving the beverages and baked 

goods. We decided to use the fair traded coffee blends offered through Lutheran World Relief to 

support that endeavor, and also have those coffees available for purchase for use at home.   

Our annual Summer Celebration event once again immediately followed MAD Camp.  This fun-

filled day of fellowship, games and children's activities, food, and good Christian music this year 

also included our own "Messiah Bingo".   Our neighbors, members, and the families of the MAD 

campers had a really fun day together playing games, winning prizes, eating hot dogs and 

hamburgers, and being entertained by the MAD Camp performances and the Christian music 

groups who shared their talents with us all. 

Throughout the year your Reach Out team worked with the other Ministry teams especially with 

the activities that relate to and with our broader community, such as the Angel Tree.  Our efforts in 

those areas will continue into 2012 as we strive to be more welcoming and inviting to all around 

us.  We welcome and encourage your participation at our Outreach activities and also at our 

monthly Team meetings.

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Service Ministry Report 

2011 was another year for the disciples of Messiah to show caring for their follow man, by using 

both time and treasures. Several times throughout the year the RAHIN volunteers assisted 

homeless families by serving meals, acting as hosts at Incarnate Word or the Day Center, doing 

laundry etc… This valuable service helps keep families together as they overcome homelessness 

and get back on their feet to get work and housing. Look for a volunteer training session a little 

later in the winter if you are interested in becoming involved.  

Throughout the year several volunteers worked with the Two Doors after school program to help 

provide tutoring and after school activities to middle school children who had been nominated by 

their teachers. In addition Messiah assisted with events for the families as well as Thanksgiving 

food baskets. A generous donation also helped fund a couple of field trips for the children.  

In March we were all shocked by the news of the earthquake and tsunami in Japan.  Messiah 

collected money for Lutheran World Relief to aid with the recovery efforts.   Later in August 

natural disasters also struck closer to home with serious flooding impacting Vermont, New 

Hampshire, New York and other parts of the northeast.  Several teams of volunteers made trips to 

the Southern Tier to help with clean-up efforts and some extremely generous donations also helped 

with recovery efforts. 

In May Messiah was the hosting church for the Greece CROP walk which raises money and 

awareness for world hunger. Approximately 70 walkers from about 10 churches took part. With 

25% of the money raised going to the Greece Food Shelf this is an important fundraiser for them. 

The other 75% goes for projects around the world. Messiah will be hosting the walk again in 2012. 

In October through Operation Christmas Child the disciples of Messiah provided shoe boxes of 

gifts for children in third world countries, so that they could participate in the joy of receiving a gift 

and the good news of Christmas. As always the Angel Tree provoked an outpouring of generosity, 

providing Christmas gifts for local children who would otherwise go without. 

Every year in the fall there is a collection of gently used winter clothing which is distributed to 

those children and adults in need of a warm coat.  

Each week disciples from Messiah collect left over food from Panera Bread and take it to 

Community Lutheran Ministries on Joseph Avenue (Maggie‟s Kids) where it is much appreciated.  

This is just a sampling of the work that the disciples of Messiah do to show the face of Jesus to the 

world. Many thanks to all those who are involved whether through donating time or money!!! 

Through the support of the Local Benevolence money we support many of the above ministries.  

Recipients of the Local Benevolence this year included: RAHIN, Two Doors, Maggie‟s Kids, 

Greece Food Shelf, LCLC, Genesee Valley Conference and the Open Door Mission amongst 

others.

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Property Ministry Report 

For my first year as Property head, I quickly learned that if it can go wrong, it will, and did. We 

had a number of issues this year, and one of the biggest was the sewer system. After paying $300 to 

$400 dollars a visit to have Gatti come down and un-plug us, we decided to get down to the root 

cause of our problems. Gatti gave us an estimate of $11,400 to fix the problem, and after weeks of 

getting all the permits necessary we started the digging. We found that the biggest problem was the 

backflow device. After replacement we did another scan of the pipes and agreed that we did not 

need to go further in. Permits, labor and landscaping came to a total of $7500.  

This year we decided to clean and wax the floors. We started upstairs, and months later we did the 

fellowship hall. What a difference. We still have more areas that need cleaning, and hope to get at 

this soon. 

We found a lot of issues with the Playground - pieces missing, security railing was removed, bolts 

that were loose, etc. With help from Sandy DiCillo we contacted the company for help. After they 

looked at the playground and determined what had to be done, work was started. Again big thanks 

to Sandy for paying for the repairs. 

One ongoing problem has been water in the computer training room and the bride‟s room. With 

help from John Corman we worked on adding more dirt and leveling out the effective areas outside 

from where we think the water was coming from. So far it seems to be working. 

One of my challenges this year was the heating system and how it works. We had documentation 

and Jim VanAuken had walked me through it, but somewhere along the way I did not get it right. 

So I asked a boiler contractor to come in and help me. He did, seems I was not turning the right 

valves. We also replaced many of the heating controls, Thermostats, thanks to Dave Best. 

We have a new snow plowing contractor this year, Van Putte Gardens. We had a few issues last 

year, so I hope this will be an improvement. 

We were inspected by the Greece fire marshal and he found some issues. One of the biggest issues 

was our emergency lighting system. About half did not work for one reason or another. We 

replaced the batteries, rewired a few and we are now good to go. We also replaced many a light 

ballast and light bulbs.  

There was a good size hole in the parking lot, and we had this filled and paved over.  

We also have a new basketball goal thanks to John Corman.  

We formed a Property committee this year, and they work hard all year using their skills to keep 

the church up and running. Big thanks to John Corman, Wayne Reabold, Gene Ligtenberg, Dave 

Best, Fred Fant, Rod Speer, Doug Webster, Ed Orlando, Dick Cobb, and Gary Makowiecki for all 

his advice. If I left someone out, I apologize. 

If you would like to be part of this team, please come to the next Property meeting which I will 

announce soon.  
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Looking to the future we came up with a wish list. The parking lot needs to be resurfaced, handicap 

parking will be moved to the main parking lot, staff computers are very old and they need to be 

replaced, new lightweight tables for the fellowship hall, we need to look at air-conditioning for 

selected areas, roofing repairs, better outside lighting, a second shed, and carpeting to name a few. 

We are also discussing the possibility of doing the cleaning of the church ourselves, instead of 

paying a large monthly bill to a contractor.
