Finance

    Below is the financial report for both the 
month of December and the full year.  As reflect-
ed below, our expenses exceeded our income  by 
$4,172 for December.  For the full year, our in-
come exceeded our expenses by $3,352.  On the 
expense side, we are favorable (i.e., we spent less 
than our budgeted  amount) by $9,022.  On the 
income side, we were also unfavorable (i.e. we 
received less than our estimated income from 
our pledged and miscel laneous, or loose/ spe-
cial, offerings) by $5,670.   We realize that each of 
you had many financial challenges to face in 
2009 and we thank you  for your continued f i-
nancial support to Messiah and our mission.   
    In 2009, we were faced with a budget that in-
cluded a major reduction in funds.  In spite of 
these reductions, I am sure you will all agree that 
our staff and members provided excellent pr o-
grams and opportunities for the congrega tion.   I 
would like to thank the pastors, the ministry 
teams, and most importantly, you folks for your 
patience, understanding, and cooperation.  Yes, 
we have our problems and challenges, but if you 
sit back and consider the many wonderful Chri s-
tian events and deeds that we as a church ac-
complished in 2009, we should be very proud.

Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
    The images of the despair and destruction in 
the aftermath of the earthquake in Haiti continue 
to overwhelm us, but they also call forth our r e-
sponse of prayer and generosity.  
    Paulõs letter to the Romans gives us words of 
comfort and hope. Paul writes:  
    We know that the whole creation has been 
groaning in labor pains until now; and not only 
the creation, but we ourselves, who have the first 
fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly while we wait 
for adoption, the redemption of our bodies. For 
in hope we were saved. Now hope that is seen is 
not hope. For who hopes for what is seen? But if 
we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it 
with patience.  

Likewise the Spirit helps us in our weakness; 
for we do not know how to pray as we ought, 
but that very Spirit intercedes with sighs too 
deep for words. And God, who searches the 
heart, knows what is the mind of the Spirit, b e-
cause the Spirit intercedes for the saints accord-
ing to the will of God (Romans 8:22-27). 
    Thank you for continuing to hold in prayer the 
people in Haiti and all those who are working to 
bring relief. Thank you for y our generous finan-
cial gifts.

Dear Friends, 

Our travels lead us to many places ð some we intend to get to and others we had 
no plan to arrive at.  So it is with our journey of faith , too.  We have in mind certain des-
tinations, we make plans for studies and prayers and worship; yet sometimes God has 
something else in mind, leading us on a completely different trail.  

We begin this month of February in our worship life hearing stories of men who 
have left behind their past travels in order to answer Godõs call for them and embark on 
new adventures.  Jesus takes his disciples and us on a detour up a mountain revealing 
his glory.  On Ash Wednesday, we are invited to take a detour away from whatever is 
pulling us from Godõs presence and travel back to the cross and Godõs grace. 

Just as Jesus was tempted in the wilderness, we too are tempted to journey away 
from Godõs presence, to leave behind Godõs word, to trust in something other than God.  
But, God continues to set out our destination, to place the cross centrally in our midst, 
to remind us that we have been marked with the cross of Christ forever, that we are 
destined to be Godõs people. 

In all of our travels ð whether we end up taking a detour, whether we arrive at 
our intended destination or not ð God journeys with us.  Sometimes God steers us in a 
certain direction with a gentle nudge or a big push.  Sometimes God simply walks b e-
side us holding our hands, whispering words of encouragement and love.  Sometimes 
God blocks our way, challenging us to take another path.  But, always God is with us on 
the journey, giving us faith in all circumstances and helping us to live as Godõs people. 

As we travel this month through the scriptures: listen for Godõs call in your life, 
be a reflection of Godõs glory in your actions, mark yourself with the cross of Christ and 
remember that you are a person of the cross, pray to be delivered from temptation, let 
yourself be gathered into the loving arms of your Savior.
